(CIVIL ENFORCEMENT AREA) (WAITING RESTRICTIONS REVIEW 2024A) 
ORDER 20**

Reading Borough Council under Sections 1, 2, 3, 32, 35, 49, 53,122(1) and 122(2) and Part IV of Schedule 9 to the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (“the Act”) and all other enabling powers, after consultation with the Chief Officer of Police in accordance with Paragraph 20 of Schedule 9 to the Act as amended proposes to make the above Order. 

The general nature and effect of the Order will be to designate free and paid for on street parking places and introduce waiting and loading restrictions as specified in the schedules below:

SCHEDULE 1: No Waiting At Any Time
Staverton Road, west side: From a point 5m north of its jnc with Tamar Gardens, to a point 5m south of that jnc. 
[bookmark: _Hlk169612810]Tamar Gardens, both sides: From its jnc with Staverton Road to a point 5m west of that jnc. 
Lesford Road, west side: From a point 34m south of its jnc with Wensley road to a point 91m south-west of that jnc. 
Chagford Road, east side: From the property boundary of property numbers 11-13 to a point 20m north-east of that point. 
Salcombe Road, south end, both sides: From its jnc with Staverton Road to a point 10m north of that jnc. 
Staverton Road, north side: From a point 10m east of its jnc with Salcombe Road (south end) to a point 10m west of that jnc. 
Addison road, west side: From a point 10m north of its jnc with Printers Road to a point 8m south of that jnc.
Lowfield Road, north east side: from its jnc with Blackwater close to a point 80m east of that jnc
Devonshire Park, south side: From a point 135m east of its jnc with Shinfield Road to a point 150m east of that jnc.
Tidman Road, Both sides: From its jnc with Imperial Way to a point 25m southeast of that jnc.
Abattoirs road, northside: For its entire length
Abattoirs Road, southside: From its jnc with Caversham Road to a point 5m west of that jnc.
Thirlmere avenue, south side: From a point 10m east of its jnc with Broomfield Road to a point 20m west of that jnc.
Oak Tree Road, Northside: From a point 25m east of its jnc with Carlisle Road to a point 15m west of that jnc.
Moriston close, northside: From the east side boundary of property no 20, to a point 20m east of that point.
Lower Elmstone Drive, westside: From its jnc with Chapel hill to a point 25m north of that jnc.
Chapel Hill, north side: From its jnc with Lower Elmstone Drive to a point 3m west of that jnc. 
Chichester Road, South side: From a point 7m west of its jnc with Calder close to a point 20m east of that jnc.
Westwood Road, westside: From a point 15m south of its jnc with Victoria Road to a point 50m north of its jnc with School Road. 
Havergate Way, northeast side: From a point 20m west of its jnc with Fair Isle Way to a point 42m west of that jnc. 
Fair Isle Way, both sides: From its jnc with Havergate way to a point 12m south of that jnc.
St Agnes Way, both sides: From its jnc with Havergate Way to a point 12m north of that jnc.
Havergate Way, both sides: From its jnc with Fair Isle Way to its jnc with St Agnes Way.
Childrey Way, south side: From the east side boundary of property no 20 to its east end. 
Childrey Way, eastern end: For its entire length.
Childrey Way, north side: From its eastern end to a point 5m west of that point. 
Newcastle Road (car park), both sides: From its jnc with Clayton Walk to a point 10m north of that jnc.
Newcastle Road (car park), east side: From its jnc with Clayton Walk to a point 20m south of that jnc. 
Newcastle Road (car park), both sides: From its jnc with Clayton Walk to a point 10m east of that jnc. 
Loverock Road, Southside: From a point 201m northwest of its jnc with Ashmere Terrace to a point 245m northwest of that jnc.
Northcourt Ave, west side: From its jnc with Cressingham Road to a point 34m north of that jnc. 
[bookmark: _Hlk169858196]Northcourt Avenue, Westside: From a point 54m north of its jnc with Cressingham Road to a point 25m north of that point.
Northcourt Avenue, Eastside: From a point 24m north of its jnc with Cressingham Road to a point 37m north of that point.
Northcourt Avenue, Eastside: From a point 70m north of its jnc with Cressingham Road to a point 26m north of that point.
Bembridge Place, West side: From a point 8m south of its jnc with Kings Road to its southern end. 
Bembridge place, South end: For its entire length.
Bembridge Place, East side: From a point 8m south of its jnc with King’s Road, to a point 25m south of that jnc.
Bembridge Place, East side: From its south end to a point 5m north of that point.
SCHEDULE 2: No waiting Monday – Friday 12pm – 1pm
Oak Tree Road, North side: From a point 25m east of its jnc with Carlisle Rd to a point 440m west and south of its jnc with Kentwood Hill. 
Northcourt Avenue Eastside: From a point 10m south of its jnc with Ennerdale Road to a point 96m north of its jnc with Cressingham Road.
SCHEDULE 3: No waiting Monday – Friday 11am – 12pm
Northcourt Avenue, Westside: From a point 10m south of its jnc with Stansfield close to a point 77m south of that point.
SCHEDULE 4: Monday – Saturday 8am – 6pm 2hr Limited Waiting. No return within 2hr
Northcourt Avenue, Westside: From a point 79m north of its jnc with Cressingham Road to a point 15m north of that point.
[bookmark: _Hlk169858890]Northcourt Avenue, Westside: From a point 34m north of its jnc with Cressingham Road to a point 20m north of that point.
Northcourt Avenue, Eastside: From a point 13m north of its jnc with Cressingham Road to a point 10m north of that point.
Northcourt Avenue, Eastside: From a point 62m north of its jnc with Cressingham Road to a point 8m north of that point.
SCHEDULE 5: Disabled Badge Holders Only
The Warren, East Side: From a point 42m south-west of its jnc with Church Road to a point 53m south of that jnc.
