
THE BOROUGH OF READING (BUS LANES) (A33) ORDER 2018 AMENDMENT ORDER 202* 

Reading Borough Council under Sections 1(1), 2, 2(1), 3, 4(2), 45 and 46 and 124 and Part IV of Schedule 9 to the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (“the Act”) and all other enabling powers, after consultation with the Chief Officer of Police in accordance with Paragraph 20 of Schedule 9 to the Act as amended proposes to make the above Order. 

The general nature and effect of the Order will be to amend the Borough of Reading (Bus Lanes) (A33) Order 2018 by deleting items 1, 2 and 3 of Schedule 1 and replacing it with the following items:

	A33
	The area of carriageway of that length of the A33 which extends from approx. 40 metres south of its junction with Rose Kiln Lane (north-south) to approx. 140 metres north of its junction with Rose Kiln Lane (east-west)
	Southbound, nearside lane.

	2)
	A33
	The area of carriageway of that length of the A33 which extends from approx. 25m north of its junction with Rose Kiln Lane (east-west) to a point approx. 100m north of its junction with Lindisfarne Way.
	Southbound, nearside lane.

	3)
	A33
	The area of carriageway of that length of the A33 which extends from its junction with Lindisfarne Way to a point approx.78m north of its junction with Bennet Road gyratory.
	Southbound nearside lane.

	4)
	A33
	The area of the carriageway of that length of the A33 which extends from approx. 50m northeast of its junction with Rose Kiln Lane to approx. 70m northeast of that point.
	Northbound, nearside lane.
